As 
long as you take summer 
lessons, you will be given 

priority in scheduling lessons 
for next fall. If you have any

You can sign up for a recital time that works well for your family at 
your child's lesson, or by calling or e-mailing Ashley.

Some of our more advanced students may be asked to play at more 
than 1 recital!  Students are asked to arrive about 20 minutes before 
their recital time, and are expected to dress their best (no jeans or 
tennis shoes PLEASE!).  There will be a cake and punch reception 
immediately following each recital.  There is plenty of space at the 
church, so feel free to invite as many guests as you'd like.  The bigger 
the audience the better!! 
 
Spring Recital Rehearsal 

There will be NO REGULAR lessons the week before the recital (April 
27th-May 1st), but rehearsal will be held at the church instead.  You 
can sign up for a rehearsal time with your child's teacher, or by calling 
or e-mailing Ashley.  All students playing in the recital must come to 
rehearsal!  Any questions regarding recital or rehearsal can be 
directed to Ashley. 
 

Expose your child to good quality music through recordings and concerts. Local schools 
and churches hold several concerts throughout the year....band, choral and instrumental! 
Try to attend these if they work for your schedule to help develop your child's 
appreciation for music. 
 
Additional Tip for Parents: As we turn the corner into spring, it can bring on new 
challenges in trying to get your child to practice. Try to have your child practice BEFORE 
they go outside to play afterschool, or in the evenings, that way it doesn't get skipped 
over or forgotten before bedtime and on the weekends!
